


Fabric Requirements:

Black Cherry Print 3/8 yard
Green Check Print 1/2 yard (includes border)
Red Marble 1/8 yard
Yellow with Black Dot 1/4 yard
Backing 5/8 yard

Black with Yellow Dot 1/4 yard

Cutting Instructions: (unless specified, all strips are
cut width of fabric)
From Black Cherry print:
Cut one 12 1/2" square
Cut two 6 1/2" square
Cut four strips, 2 1/2" inches by 15", sub cut into
Twenty four 2 1/2" squares
From Green Check print:
Cut one strip 2 7/8", sub cut into eight 2 7/8"
squares

Cut one strip 2 1/2", subcut into twelve 2 1/2" squares

Cut three strips, 3 1/2" for borders
From Red Marble
Cut four 3 1/4" squares
From Yellow with Black Dot
Cut one strip 4 1/4", subcut into twelve rectangles,
21/2"x41/2"
Cut four squares 3 1/4"
From Black with Yellow Dot
Cut three strips, 2 1/2" x width of fabric (for binding)

Wild Geese Unit

Lay a 2 1/2" black cherry square on each yellow with
black dot rectangle as shown. You might find it helpful
to draw a diagonal line on the wrong side of the green
check triangles. Stitch diagonally as shown. Press the
square back along stitching lines. To reduce bulk, trim
out the inner green check triangle. Repeat with the
remaining squares on the opposite side of the rectangles.
Set aside.

Double Pinwheel Unit Directions

Draw a diagonal line on the wrong side of each yellow
dot square. Pair up the yellow and red squares. With
right sides together, stitch a scant 1/4" on each side of
the drawn line. Cut apart on drawn line. Open and
press toward red. Trim to 2 7/8" if necessary.

Draw a diagonal line on the wrong side of each 2 7/8"
green check square. Pair up each square with one of
the red/yellow units. Make sure the diagonal line that
you drew crosses the seam of the red/yellow unit, not
runs parallel to it. With right sides together, stitch a
scant 1/4" on each side of the drawn line. Cut apart on
drawn line and press toward green check fabric.

Carefully lay out the above units to create three
pinwheel units. Please note that one unit’s pinwheel
will spin in the opposite direction from the other two.
You will have four units leftover to use in another
project.



Block Construction Borders

Following the block diagram, lay out the wild geese Sew one long border strip to each side of the table
units, the pinwheel units, and the green check squares to runner. Trim the ends even with the table runner.
create the block. Sew each row together, Press all rows Press toward border. Cut remaining border strip in
toward the wild geese units. Sew the rows together. half. Sew to ends of table runner. Trim and press
Press away from center. toward border.

Cut the 12 1/2" black cherry square twice diagonally to Finishing

create the setting blocks. Cut the two 6 1/2" squares Layer your table runner top, batting, and backing.
once diagonally to create the corner squares. Quilt as desired. Sew the three binding strips together

end to end. Bind, using your favorite method.

Lay out the table runner as shown in diagram. Sew
blocks to setting triangles to create the diagonal rows.
Sew the rows together. Add the corner blocks. Trim
edges of top straight, allowing 1/4" inch outside of block
corners for seam allowance.
